The Whole Planet Foundation was established in October of 2005 through a

For twenty years, Cecilia Salazar has run a clothing stand in Panajachel, Guatemala. With an initial “\
investment of only 200 quetzales ($25), Cecilia has built her business from the ground up. Cecilia
is a member of Grameen Guatemala, a microfinance institution that provides business loans to
poor working women. In 2007, Cecilia’s business was struggling. Growing tourism has brought an
abundance of clothing stands to Panajachel and little distinguished Cecilia’s stand from the rest.
She wanted to take out a loan to diversify her products but couldn’t meet the literacy or collateral
requirements of conventional banks. She decided to take out a loan with Grameen Guatemala.

Now, one year later, Cecilia sells bed covers, woven bags, blouses and other items that make her business
stand out in the marketplace. She had invested her earnings in the construction of a second floor to
her home and in the school tuition of her children. To date, three of her four children have graduated
with professional degrees and she now aspires to save money in order to send her youngest daughter
to nursing school. With access to credit, Cecilia now has the tools to see her dreams realized. Whole
Planet Foundation supports inspiring entrepreneurs like Cecilia through Grameen Guatemala.




In 2007, Whole Foods Market U.S. stores launched a fundraising campaign to enable
shoppers to engage in the mission of the Foundation through contributions
of $2, $5, and $10 donated at the registers. The Prosperity Campaign is an
annual campaign that has raised $1,713,474 as of June 30, 2008.

Whole Foods Market Team Members are contributing to the mission of microlending through
the Team Member Giving Program. Since the launch of the program, Team Members
have donated over $240,000 and are projected to raise $485,000 by the end of 2008.

Team Members volunteer for 30 days to experience the impact of microcredit and sustain-
able systems, be connected to the food we sell, learn language and culture and provide
community service. We plan to expand the Volunteer Program to other countries where
we have microlending projects over time. Team Members in Costa Rica and Guatemala

work on education and construction programs with local community leaders.

GRAMEEN TRUST (GT) is a non-governmental organization established by Professor Muhammad Yunus in 1989
to promote the Grameen principles of extending collateral-free microcredit to the poor. GT provides technical as-
sistance, training, funding and other support to 138 partners in 37 countries. Whole Planet Foundation partners

with Grameen Trust in Costa Rica, Guatemala, India and Indonesia.

ADELANTE FOUNDATION is a microfinance institution that works with extremely poor women in Honduras. Since
1999, Adelante has provided small loans to enable these women to start and grow their own small business. Whole

Planet Foundation partners with Adelante Foundation in the Choluteca, Atldntida and Colon provinces of Honduras.

PRO MUJER is a microfinance network founded in Bolivia in 1990, dedicated to empowering Latin American women
to lift themselves out of poverty through microcredit and health services. With operations in five countries, the
network serves an estimated 193,000 women and 965,000 family members. Whole Planet Foundation partners with

Pro Mujer in the Esteli-Condega region of Nicaragua.

GRAMEEN AMERICA is a microfinance organization established in 2008 whose mission is to help alleviate poverty
through entrepreneurship by providing loans, savings programs, credit establishment, and other services to the
working poor, especially women, in the United States. Whole Planet Foundation partners with Grameen America in

Queens, New York.

MORIS RASIK is a microfinance organization in East Timor, established in 2000. Moris Rasik is the largest and most
effective microfinance program in East Timor with an active client base of over 10,000 and a portfolio of $2.24M.
